         DIRECTION NOTICE

UPON HEARING from the parties’ legal representatives at a further composite Review Hearing herein on 02/07/2021;
AND UPON further written submissions from the Appellants’ solicitors and the Respondent, dated 15/06/2021 and 16/06/2021, respectively, in respect of appeal Ref. No. 2/20;
AND UPON reading correspondence dated 30/06/2021 from the Respondent in respect of all three appeals and correspondence also dated 30/06/2021 from the Appellant’s solicitors in respect of appeals Ref. Nos. 8/19 and 5/20, respectively; 
IT IS DIRECTED as follows:

Listing
1. These appeals shall be listed for remote oral hearing using the WebEx video platform, on the same date, namely, 27/08/2021. It is anticipated that the hearing will last one day. Appeal Ref. Nos. 8/19 and 5/20 shall be heard together and appeal Ref. No. 2/20, heard separately on its own.
Bundles of Documents
2. The parties shall agree a separate bundle of documents in respect of each of the three appeals in accordance with the arrangements set out below.
3. The first draft of the Index to each hearing bundle shall be prepared by the Respondent and served on the respective solicitors for the Appellants by 23/07/2021.
4. By 4.00pm on 30/07/2021, the respective solicitors for the Appellants shall notify the Respondent whether there are any additional documents in their possession that they wish to add to the respective bundles and (if necessary) supply a copy of any such documents to the Respondent.
5. A consolidated version of each respective bundle shall be prepared by the Respondent and forwarded to the respective solicitors for the Appellants by 4.00pm on 06/08/2021.
Written Statements

6. By 4.00pm on 13/08/2021, the parties shall exchange with the other, any written witness statements upon which either wishes to rely in respect of each appeal or confirm that they will not be relying on witness evidence. If any such witness statements are included in the agreed bundle in respect of each appeal, the relevant page numbers shall be given.
7.
