         DIRECTION NOTICE
1. These proceedings relate to appeals brought by the Appellants, and each of them, against decisions of the Respondent made on 10/07/2019 to appoint an Interim Manager of an institution known as Victoria Housing Estates; that made on 10/03/2020 to register Victoria Housing Estates as a charity and that made on 21/08/2020, appointing an Interim Manager of an institution known as Bangor Provident Trust, respectively. 
2. Further proceedings (Ref. 5/19) had been brought by the two of the same Appellants herein. However, in a decision made by the Tribunal on 21/08/2020, the appeal in those proceedings was allowed. This decision has no bearing on the other three sets of proceedings that are the subject of this Direction Notice.
3. In view of the lapse of time where there has been no progress in determining these appeals, essentially at the behest of the Appellants’ representatives, due to an alleged connection between all of these matters before the Tribunal and related proceedings in the High Court, of which the Tribunal has no knowledge, nor over which the Tribunal has any jurisdiction, it is hereby directed that that the parties attend an oral review hearing, held remotely by WebEx, on Friday, 04/06/2021, at 10:45 am, following which the Tribunal will issue directions for the substantive hearing of each of these outstanding appeals without further delay.
4. This proposed hearing is already within the knowledge of the parties.
5. In the meantime, the Appellants, and each of them, must confirm in writing, in advance of the review hearing, whether they intend to proceed with any or all of these appeals before the Tribunal. Equally, the Respondent must confirm, in writing, in advance of the hearing, whether it continues to oppose any or all of these matters. 
6. In addition, in advance of the hearing, to avoid confusion, the Appellants, and each of them, are to confirm, in writing, in advance of the review hearing, their names in respect of each set of proceedings is brought before the Tribunal.
7. In the public interest and in the interests of justice, the Tribunal intends make a substantive determination of these appeals a timely fashion.
